Prices 
The cost of the musicians for your event will depend on many factors – number of performers, type of 
instrument(s), amount of time, location/travel, special musical requests, etc. For a more exact quote, please 
contact the Artistic Director, Kit Perona-Wright, who will be very happy to talk through your requirements and 
needs, and to give you specialist advice. 
 
The following prices are just a guide to approximate hourly rates, an ‘entry level fee’ (i.e. – prices from….)
